This indication establishes the conditions of use only of the SCOR 6080 Z
frame. The SCOR 6080 Z frame is classified in category 4.

This is a set of conditions for the operation of a bicycle that includes
Conditions 1, 2, and 3, or downhill grades on rough trails at speeds less than

40 km/h (25 mph), or both. Jumps are intended to be less than 122cm (48”).

However, the use of a bicycle / frame under those conditions depends

largely on the rider skills.

This frame, like every equipment, is not indestructible and has to be used with care.
Abusive use will lead to potential failure, injury and/or death.

Your SCOR 6080 z frame/ module / complete bike is specified with a special
headset which features an integrated steering stopper. The steering stopper
prevents harsh contact between the fork crown/top caps with the downtu-
be. Please check Fig.1 for the full assembly overview.

The crown race is specifically shaped to include two CNC machined steps that will
contact similar steps machined inside the lower head tube bearing pocket. In the
case of a hard lateral impact, the system will act as a steering stopper and will dis-
sipate the peak impact and protect your frame and fork.

If you experience this type of hard impact, it could result in uneven steering limit
angles (you can steer your bike more to one side than the other). This is due to the
rotation of the lower crown race and it’s normal. You can easily re-align the system
by turning the handlebar while keeping the front wheel firmly between your legs, you
may need a great amount of force doing so. Old school is cool !

/N SETTING REAR SUSPENSION /I

The SCOR 6080 Z bike has been designed for optimal suspension
performance with 28/30% SAG at the rear shock. Since the frame can ac-
cept either 65mm or 57,5mm stroke shocks, please make sure you adjust
your SCOR 2030 frame suspension accordingly before using it.
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SCOR 6080 Z is available only with a 65mm stroke shock, which delivers 1880mm or
rear wheel travel. If you wish to reduce rear wheel travel to 160mm, you will need to
have your shock stroke modified by a certified professional suspension workshop, or
swap the original 65mm stroke shock with a 57,5mm stroke version.

For your information, SAG values are the following (measured on the shock):

Shock stroke 28% SAG 30% SAG
65mm 18,2mm 19,5mm
57,5mm 16,1mm 17,3mm

Please refer to the rear shock manual for additional information about your
suspension shock.

On your SCOR 6080 Z, removing and installing the rear shock requires taking simple
steps. Please follow the following steps in order to have an easy maintenance pro-
cedure. It is suggested to use a proper bicycle workstand to conduct this procedure.

1. Remove rear wheel from bike.

2. Remove the shock fender from frame (Torx T10)

3. Loosen shock front mount bolts about three to four turns, but leave
them installed.

4, Loosen the shock rear mount bolt and remove it. Be careful not to drop
the flip chip inserts.

b. Remove shock forward mount bolts.

6. Gently remove shock from frame

=

There is a BB height flip chip within the lower link/rear shock bolt (Fig.5), it can be
adjusted by loosening the rear shock bolt with a 5mm Allen wrench. Flip to align the
chip line to the lower link line, don’t forget to have both sides flip chips in the same
position !

Reinstalling the shock follows the same sequence but reversed.

Removing the PowerTube battery

1.

Open the battery lock using the key. The battery will be unlocked
and fall into the safety restraint.
Note: When removing the e-Bike battery, hold it firmly in your hand.

Hold the battery firmly and press on the safety restraint from
above. The battery will unlock completely and fall into your hand.
Then pull the battery out of the frame.

IMPORTANT BATTERY INFORMATION

Installing the PowerTube battery

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In order for the battery to be installed, the key must be inserted into the
battery lock and the battery lock must be open.

1. Position the battery so that it contacts are in the lower holder of
the frame.

2. Twist the battery upwards until it is held by the safety restraint.

3. Hold the battery lock open with the key and press the battery up

wards until you hear it click into place.

4, Always secure the battery by closing the battery lock - otherwise
the battery lock may open and the battery may fall out of the holder.

5. Always remove the key from the battery lock after locking it. This
prevents both the key from falling out and the e-Bike battery from
being removed by unauthorized third parties when the e-Bike is
not in use.

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Keep your bike clean. For proper operation, best and long-lasting perfor-
mance, your bike should be clean. Use water with mild soap to carefully your
bike, and while you are at it you can check for any damage to the frame or
components.

Pressure washing A

Please avoid cleaning your bike with a pressure washer. Using a pressure
washer to clean your bike will push water and dirt in areas where it’s diffi-
cult to drain/dry naturally. The extensive use of pressure washer will lead to

premature wear of the suspension bearing, pivot axles and the frame itself.
The abuse of pressure washer will void the warranty.

Solvents and cleaning agents
Please do not use solvents or cleaning agents other than mild soap. The use
of these products can lead to permanent damage to the frame

finish.

-
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Keep your bike lubed. Once your bike is clean, you should check and add
appropriate lubrication to the following parts of your bike:

Thru-axle: slight layer of non-lithium based grease on the axle

and threads

Chain: a few drops of bicycle specific chain lube will keep your
drivetrain running smooth.

A

Do not use conventional grease inside the seat tube of your SCOR frame.
This area needs carbon assembly paste which is supplied with your frame
(check the small parts box). Using conventional grease in the seat tube can
lead to permanent seat post slippage.

@
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Inspect your frame regularly, at least once every month. Look for anything
that would compromise the operation of the frame like dents, cracks, bumps
or loose bolts and/or components. The frame must not be used if anything
preventing perfect operation is found, and this must remain the case until
the appropriate repair or component replacement has been conducted. If
you ride more than 3 times per week, and/or in adverse conditions such as
rain/mud/snow, you should inspect your frame weekly as some parts may
wear at a faster pace.

In general, the components of a bike will wear at a different pace, depending
on usage, weather, materials and maintenance cycles.
